Our Advent/Christmas theme is JOY.  It is the 300th anniversary of the Christmas hymn:  Wƻȅ ǘƻ 

ǘƘŜ ²ƻǊƭŘΗ  Isaac Watts took the best of Psalm 98 and created this popular song. άJoy to the 

World! The Lord is come; let earth receive her king.έ 

Joy is not merely associated with the observance of a holiday, nor is it the reaction to a 

gift at Christmas; Joy is the feeling deep in our heart when we acknowledge a world 

greater than ourselves.  Joy goes deep into our being and awakens us to miraculous pos-

sibilities. 

The season of Advent is designed to prepare us for this miraculous birth.  άLet every 

heart prepare him room,έ is our charge to get ourselves spiritually ready to receive this 

new King. 

This isnΩt meant to be the hustle and bustle of buying and baking, but the time for quiet 

meditation to truly understand the guiding lights of Hope, Peace, Joy and Love.  Advent 

used to be a time set aside of meditation and prayer.  (while we know that is a thing of 

the past, we can be more deliberate in preparing more room for God in our lives.) 

This year, during our Forum time, we will be reflecting on the book by Robert Benson: A 

Good Life:  BenedictΩs Guide to Everyday Joy. We will discover ways to mindfully experience JOY in 

Longing, Prayer, Rest, Community, Work and Living. And prayerfully we will be preparing our-

selves to experience the JOY found at Christmas as the union of heaven and earth touches our 

hearts.

BEHIND-THE-SCENES  

 
A number of Church members are performing a variety of tasks that relate to our anniversary year. As they 
are taking place-behind-the-scenes their contributions merit mentioning. Some of the ChurchΩs historical  

documents are in delicate and fragile condition. Mary Clarke has organized the documents chronologically 
and placed them in acid-free sheet protectors in a binder that will reside in the Church office. Doug Yasso is 

helping to preserve some of our Church photos - both old and more recent ones - by scanning them and  
creating a slide show. Janice Salem has provided several CDΩs of more recent photos from her years of  

contribution to the Church. Some time ago, Peg Mainusch created a timeline as a graphic representation of 
our history. It is several feet long and stands about two feet high. It begins with the year 1929 and runs into 

the early part of the 21st century. There are photos of almost all of our pastors, buildings, and special  
celebrations. Our late historian, Barry Keating, was responsible for compiling the data and our current  

historian, Debbie Pecora, is bringing the timeline up-to-date. Stay tuned as we develop plans for Church-wide  
viewings of the timeline and slide show.

I would like to s hare 

some quick updates, which are also somewhat of a preview to our Year Ending Overview, and subsequent Year Ahead:  

P.R.A.I.S.E Committee Update:  The Praise Committee recommended adding Ministry Resources, and the Counsel of Trustees, 

having extensively deliberated over the recommendations this past few months, has requested we move forward with expe-

diency, and with solidarity.  With this in mind, we are formulating a final proposal for a Ministry Hire.  The proposal will 

include a Job Description, a Time Frame, followed by framing our interview and hiring Process. Any member with a high 

level of interest in participating, please join us for our first COT Update of the year 2020 on January 5th, Sunday morning 

before service at 9:15 AM in place of regularly scheduled FORUM.  From here forward, the COT thanks PRAISE for the 

work, their wisdom and their guidance, and COT will move forward to the action phase to be led by the COT Ministry 

Team, COT Personnel Team, with ultimate supervision and overview of the Counsel of Trustees.   

 

ô90 in 19õ Building Fun: The Chapel:  We are 20% to Goal!!!!  We would like to get to 50% of our $100,000 Fund raising Target Goal 

before we initiate next steps including actual physical Plans and subsequent requests for Project Bids.  Once we reach our 

halfway mark, we can confidently move forward with responsible planning that allows us to determine and budget the 

scope of the work that also allows for construction and remodel expenses that are unforeseen.   

 

IT and Technology :  Carol Schrafel, in her new role as the Congregations new Information Officer, has shepherded through one 

of the most important projects and undertakings the Church has assumed in years.  A very special Thanks to Martha Yasso, 

Joe Rivera and Joe Socha for volunteering their time and talents to a 3 month granular review of our current IT and Technol-

ogy usage, evaluating our Churchõs organizational needs.  The Team gave their final Presentations to the COT on Nov 18th, 

and the presentation was outstanding in its depth and analysis, as well as their level of professionalism delivered.   I pers on-

ally found the presentation so engaging, that I am asking the team to present a broader presentation on January 26th, before 

service in lieu of our regularly scheduled FORUM.   Itõs just that important, and the presentation is JUST THAT GOOD!

Report of the Meeting of the 

Metropolitan Association of the 

United Church of Christ 

November 9, 2019 

  

The Metropolitan Association of the United Church of Christ (UCC), which covers all the UCC churches in Nassau and Westchester 

counties and the five boroughs of New York City, held its fall meeting in Scarsdale Congregational Church UCC on November 9th, 

2019.  Since our Americana Fair was on the same date, only two of our church delegates, Peg Mainusch and Mary Dewar, were 

present.  Peg is currently the AssociationΩs Moderator, and Mary is Vice-Moderator.  There were representatives from 31 churches 

present which meant there was a quorum. 

The theme was άCaring for All of GodΩs PeopleέΦ  It opened with a worship service at which the preacher, Watterson, looked at the 

story of the Good Samaritan from the viewpoint of Mr. Rogers όάItΩs a beautiful day in the neighborhood.έύΦ  He made the point 

that the Samaritan was a good neighbor, but that we need to look at the neighborhood as well.  What can we do to prevent rob-

beries on the road, change our attitudes regarding different cultures, or fight for economic justice?  The offering went to a scholar-

ship fund for persons of the Association churches who need help to be able to attend college and one recipient spoke to us of 

what it has meant to him as he gets ready to graduate in May with a MastersΩ degree.   

Informational forums included reports from the State Conference and the National offices and a follow up on άBeginning a Jour-

ney Toward racial reconciliation.έ  This was followed by lunch and a business meeting which included reports from various Associ-

ation committees (e.g. the Committees on Ministry, Boundary Awareness, Nominating, and Youth). The delegates also passed a 

budget for 2020.  Mary Dewar closed out the meeting with a prayer. 

There were three additional things that are of interest to us at this time. 

1. The Silver Lake Conference and Retreat Center in the NW corner of CT.  They had a table and gave us a talk of the value of hold-

ing retreats there and summer camps for the youth.  It is a large campus with 5 winterized dorms and numerous other facilities, a 

great place that we might want to use and did use in the past according to Lynn.

Mental Health and Spirituality: Affirming a Cultural Narrative

According to a recent Gallup survey, African Americans are the most religious culture in the United States. Our faith and religious 
beliefs can be traced back to slavery as being the sure solid foundation that has sustained us through hard times and helped us to 
become a resilient people. Our ancestors no doubt experienced what we now know as Trauma, Depression, Anxiety, and PTSD to 
name a few diagnoses that were unnamed in that era. We were taught to be strong, both mentally and physically. We were taught 
to overcome hardships. Unfortunately, we were also taught that mental illness was a sign of weakness. In my community, people 
with mental illness were characterized as having character flaws, being weak or possessed by demons, etc. I learned early about 
stigma, about the shame and ridicule associated with mental illness. Language and labels matter. ΨCrazyΩΣ Ψdouble-mindedΩΣ ΨlunaticΩ 
were all words I heard to describe them. 

 

I grew up conceptualizing that mental illness was something that you obtained by disobeying God or perhaps the result of sins of 
your parents or grandparents, or Ψgenerational cursesΩΦ One could be cursed with mental illness, developmental disabilities, or 
physical ailments just by being born to someone who disobeyed God. In the culture of my religion, the Apostolic Pentecostal faith, 
therapy and medical treatment were frowned upon and viewed as a sign of not having faith. It was indoctrinated in me that Prayer 
was the ONLY answer for recovery. Please do not misunderstand me, there is nothing wrong with prayer for mental health issues 
but we still must be forward thinking and proactive. Mental illness was not something we talked aboutΧit was kept secret. Secrets 
such as these have had devastating effects on African Americans. 

 

According to Shanequa Levin, CEO and founder of the WomenΩs Diversity Network and author of tƻǾŜǊǘȅΩǎ tƘƻŜƴƛȄΣ άMany children 
are victims of ACEs (Adverse Childhood Experiences), and sometimes parents donΩt even realize that they are exposing their chil-
dren to this syndrome. Being a person who has to deal with the effects that ACEs have on me and my family, I know all too well 
that we need to seek out therapy to process all the trauma we have endured.  . . We are not perfect and we all need to take mental 
health just as serious as we do our physical health.έ 

 

In faith based counseling, mental health seems to raise difficult spiritual questions that we donΩt always know how to answer. Mov-
ing forward, how do we clinicians provide spiritually and culturally competent mental health treatment? According to Dr. Lisa New-
land, President of the Nassau Suffolk Association of Black Social Workers, άFaith traditions and oral history are major components 
of African American culture. Narratives of strength and struggle have contributed to the coping mechanisms of individuals, families 
and communities. It is important for clinicians to allow clients to tell their stories. This provides affirmation of the clientsΩ lived ex-
periences, which is an essential aspect of the healing process.έ It is also imperative that faith leaders support and encourage pa-
rishioners in seeking treatment in addition to prayer. 

 

Mental illness does not discriminate, and can affect any of us. It should not be a source of shame and secrets. We all have a narra-
tive to tell. God has called his chosen servants to be vessels of healing to the afflicted. Please seek treatment.
